The Mobilize AMERICA Actwould provide a significant incentive for the private sectarto
shore and increasikomestic manufacturing afitical medical supplies, ensuring that the United
States has the capacity to acquire supplies necessary to combat publiethead@nciewithout
relying on foreign countries.

Specifically, itwould establish grant program tallow manufacturers texpand domestic
productionof drugs, vaccines, personal protective equipment, and other medjigdies that are
critical during a pandemic or public health emergency.

Grants could be used to cover up to 50% of the costs associated with the buildasgenly of
manufacturing equipment anodificationsor expansiono existing facilities taccommodate such
equipment.

The Department of Health and Human Serv{¢#idS), in consultation with the Department of
Defensg DOD), would be responsible for administering the grant. It would be authorized at $2
million per yearfor five years

The Secretaries of HHS and DQ@uld berequired to establish and implement procedures for
ongoing monitoring to ensure the program wordksdrd the goal of expanding domestic
production of medical supplies. Additionally, within 180 days and annually thereafter, the
Secretariesvould berequired to submit to Congress a report on the program, including certific
that all funds appropriateste used solely for purposesderthe Act.
